7. Adhere to any established dress code.

8. Comply, throughout the trip, with any and all instructions directed to me and/or the group by a chaperone or staff member.

If a problem arises that is serious enough in nature to warrant the below-named student’s removal from the travel group, we (the students and parent/guardian) agree to bear any additional costs to return the student home. NOTE: This removal decision will be made by the accompanying professional staff member after the student has been provided the opportunity to respond to any allegations. The student may also be subject to discipline upon return home in accordance with general District policies.
