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Who – Who is involved in the project? (FFA members, parents, alumni, teachers, community members, etc.)

What – What are you doing? (What needs to be ordered? What is on the agenda? What details are involved in executing the project? etc.)

Where – Where will the project take place? 

When – When will it happen?  When is it due?

Community – How is the community involved in the project?  What role will the community have in the project?

Alumni – How is the alumni involved and what role will they have?

Application – What application in the FFA will this project apply to?

Public Relations – What should be done to publicize about the event?
In Charge – Who is in charge of the event?
$ (Budget) – How much will the event cost?  How much will you charge?
Reasons for Using Parliamentary Procedure

1. Focus on one item at a time.

2. Extend courtesy to everyone

3. Observe the rule of the majority

1. State your side, ARE YOU?:    (choose one)

A.  In favor of the motion

B.  Nuetral on the issue (because more info is needed to make a decision)

C. Disagree with the motion

2. What are your reasons for taking your side?

3.  How do you want members of the assembly to vote?

A. Vote Yes and pass the motion

B. Vote No and fail the motion


CLASSES OF MOTIONS – PISMO

Privileged Motions are such as, while not relating to the pending question, are of so great importance as to require them to take precedence of all other questions, and, on account of this high privilege, they are undebatable.

Incidental Motions are such as arise out of another question which is pending, and therefore take precedence of and must be decided before the question out of which they rise; or, they are incidental to a question that has just been pending and should be decided before any other business is taken up.

Subsidiary Motions are such as are applied to other motions for the purpose of disposing of them. 
Main Motion is a motion made to bring before the assembly, for its consideration.
Other/Unclassified Motions. Two main motions (to rescind and to ratify) and several motions which cannot conveniently be classified as either Main, Subsidiary, Incidental, or Privileged.
